It took a couple of laps to wrestle 5th spot away 

from Shane, but once he got past him, Iacovou set about 

the lead group starting with Josh Boyce, sent spinning at 

the hairpin down to 8th place. 

 

He was now fast running out of laps, but Kori Angus was 

relieved of third place and Sipho Manzi looked shaky in 

second place, Iacovou ranging in on his back bumper and 

slipping into 2nd place expertly. 

 

All this excitement was lost on Rasaan Malcolm-Moore, 

and we saw once again the battles for 2nd and 3rd place 

allowed the leader to build a huge lead, and he rolled it 
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out to victory over Micheal Iacovou breathless in 2nd, and Si-

pho Manzi in 3rd.
